Office Staff: Answering phones, basic typing and filing, bookkeeping and record keeping, computer skills. Need
good communication skills in working with the parents, campers, and the staff. Good public relation skills.

Kitchen/Food Service: Meals are served Sunday supper through Friday supper for resident campers and staff.
Food preparation, serving, clean up, good attitude, team member, and good customer service are necessary.

Snack Shack Attendant: Serves snack type finger foods purchased by campers and staff, maintains
cleanliness of the building and area. Helps in restocking of candy and sodas as well as helps in the gift shop with
good customer service. Attendants will serve in the dining hall as host/hostess during meal times.

Maintenance: The work required to keep the camp in such a condition that it may be continuously used at its
optimum efficiency (grounds, buildings, vehicles, lawn care).

Certified Bus Driver: Drive a school bus two hours in the morning and two hours in the evening. There are
three pick up and drop off parks: Sebastian, Vero Beach, and Ft. Pierce. Drivers have a Mon.—Fri. Schedule.

_____Track Leader*: Responsible for taking a group of campers (15-20) to their various activities every day. The
track leader participates with the campers at each activity leading to a friendship with the children/youth and a
real chance to change a life for Jesus. Every track has boys and girls however they are split up by ages: 8&9,
10&11, 12 to 16. All track leaders will serve two weeks (not in a row) as a shack shack attendant.

Primary Leader*: A primary leader is responsible for taking campers, ages 5-7, to their various activities every
day. The primary leader participates with the campers at each activity—leading to a friendship with the children
and a real chance to change a life for Jesus. Primary age campers are split up by gender and ages: 5, 6, 7.

_____Lifeguard*: Waterfront staff will instruct water activities using extreme water safety rules. A current Lifequard
Certificate is required. For those who need certification or re-certification, the camp will offer this course the
week prior to staff camp. Waterfront activities include but are not limited to; paddleboats, canoes, kayaks,
sailboats, swimming, water slides, etc. Lifeguards have a rotational activity schedule.

First Aid: The first aid staff attends to minor injuries, and illnesses of campers and staff. The first aid staff is
responsible for dispensing all medications to campers. A current First Aid Certificate is required.

ACTIVITY INSTRUCTOR*:

BB-Guns and Archery: (R) Teach riflery, archery, accuracy and safety skills using extreme safety rules.

Game Room and Sports Center: (R) A responsible person who makes sure all equipment is out and ready to
be used as well as picked up at the end of the day. Sports Center, Video/Movie Room, Game Room, Lost & Found.

Water Tag: (R) Supervise a fun squirt, blow up maze activity with water worms (a type of water gun).

Noah’s Barn: (R) Teach feeding and care of farm animals and Biblical Creation. Helps keep barn area clean.

Nature and Fishing: (R) Teach feeding and care of wild animals and Biblical Creation. Includes leading nature
hikes, teaching fishing skills (catch & release), and maintenance of the equipment. Helps keep nature area clean.

Rock Wall: (R) To teach campers how to climb safe, climb smart, and have fun.

Go-Carts and BMX Bicycles: (NR) Teach safe and fun Go-Cart driving and BMX bike riding. There are three
different tracks for Beginner, Intermediate and Advanced Go-Cart riders.

Paint Ball: (NR) Referee safe paint ball games and teach campers smart tactical moves while having fun.

Arts and Crafts: (NR) Instruct campers using many types of techniques to create quality projects.

Bible Teacher: (NR/R) Teach campers using music, puppets and drama/human video, story telling, motivational
speaking, and other child/youth evangelism techniques to teach Biblical truths and good character to every camper
in large group settings. Teaching four Bible Classes a day (grouped by age) plus “Game Show.”
